The Endpoint Security Service protects endpoints against known and unknown threats using enterprise anti-
virus / anti malware products. 
 
Service Details 
Endpoint Security Service provides alerts and proactively hunts for signs of compromise. When a sign of 
compromise is detected, the infected file is immediately quarantined, and OCIO notified. Based on the type of 
compromise, the OCIO can make an informed decision on how to respond to each incident. 

 
The service includes: 

• Installation of endpoint software 
• Regular client and signature updates 
• Monitoring and acting on alerts 
• Review requests for exclusions to include in white list 

 
The service does not include:  

• Client software troubleshooting

The service is managed and monitored by the Office of the CIO.
